E) Referee/Facilities Director 
1. 132 games covered in September 2009. 

2. Peterborough & District Football League active referee list is now at 81. 

3. A warm welcome to referees David Rimmer, Herbie Panting and Shaun Barry.  Herbie and David have started on our induction programme of assistant refereeing on the Premier Division. Peter Chappell, a member of our "mentor" panel is supporting David and a mentor for Herbie will be in place shortly. Shaun is a more experienced referee and is available for games in the west of our region.

4. Probably due to the very hard grounds experienced so far this season, we had the unusual situation of 10 referees unable to turn out due to knee and calf injuries on Sat 10th October, over 12% of our list!  A further referee is currently receiving hospital treatment, unrelated to football and in addition, referee Colin Moat sustained a rib injury through accidental contact with a player and has been out of action for several weeks. Referee Martin Smith will hopefully soon be available after a long absence. We wish them all a speedy recovery.

5. Racial abuse.   The letter from Holbeach Utd FC detailed their concerns and I am still awaiting a reply from Holbeach for further information.  When this is received I will raise the matter at a later Board meeting.

6. Hampton Sports Res.  Letter from Hampton was dealt with, with no further problems arising.    

7. Guyhirn FC now in Division 2 and have begun their fixtures. Similarly, Werrington Town have played their first fixture in Division 1.

8. Facilities committee ground checks have been completed at Whittlesey, Oundle, Moulton, Leverington and Crowland. 

9. Crowland FC have asked for an inspection of Snowden Field and this will be undertaken with a report back to the next meeting.   Thank you to Clive for arranging and other Board members for their visits.

10. Ferndale Playing Field. Due to the very dry weather it was necessary to cancel fixtures. The ground was reported to be in an unsafe condition due to wide cracks in the surface. Our Facilities Committee will monitor the situation.

11. Website teething troubles are now mainly behind us, with particular thanks to Gareth Exton for his timely help.

12. We still have 3 referees who are unable to access the system fully, possibly due to the type of protection on their computers.

13. Referees, Martin Harris, Phil Hayes and Nicolae Manolescu, officiated at the Peterborough & District Football League Representative game on the 7th October and played their part in a well-controlled game. All three officials turned in impeccable performances, shame about the result!

I) Development Director Report 

1. We have received no applications for the ladies 5 a side competition starting in October; will review again in 3 months

2. Our Premier Division results are now being read out on BBC Radio Cambs Sport and Rutland Radio Sports Show

3. Last year it cost the League £1450 to produce the Handbooks, I would like to propose that we produced the Handbook in a downloadable format saving the League money. After enquiring with the Clubs they would like us to produce an A6 contact book and have the rest of the Handbook as downloadable. This season the Handbook is on the website as a downloadable documents. To produce this contact book it would save the league £1000 we have had a quote from David Richards’s printers for £433. I have contacted Steve Rooke at the FA and confirmed that we can have a downloadable handbook. Passed onto Finance Committee.

4. We have received a £1000 Grant from the Cambs Foundation to contribution to the cost of employing Steve Gilbert. We acknowledge the grant we have received from the Grassroots Small Grants Peterborough, which has contributed towards the cost of this project. 

5. We have received 5 Macron Match ball samples for trails, these have been given to Peterborough Sports Parkway FC, once all the information comes back, and this will need reviewing at the next Development Meeting. 

6. After looking at the Trophies, it has been proposed that we have a rolling program to send the trophies away for maintenance, Premier Trophy to be sent first – Accepted  

7. Website Match Reports – Mark Chambers gave a report on entering the match reports onto the website. Andrew Dickens is in the process of contacting all Clubs for a club profile and photos to pass onto mark. 

8. We have been asked to attend the League Development Plan Summary meeting on the 30th October 2009, I have confirmed with Alan and he has agreed to attend with me.

1. We have sent in the Chartered Standard League Application form, awaiting confirmation from the FA who will be our assessor.
