The Chairman thanked all present for attending at short notice and began the meeting by reading out correspondence received from Mr Paul Newton, Guyhirn FC Secretary.

Call to Order – Quorum Present

A) Matters Arising

1. Guyhirn Football Club.

The Chairman then invited N Vasey to open the discussion.

N Vasey reported that following his visit to Guyhirn on Saturday 22nd August and subsequent conversations with the Guyhirn secretary it seemed likely that the club were in danger of folding and leaving the League. All but two of the previous seasons playing staff had left and despite some enthusiastic recruiting, the playing strength of the new players was not up to Division One standard.

The secretary was of the opinion that heavy losses to opponents would have a deleterious effect on the younger players, making the Clubs survival unlikely. In these circumstances he felt that they would have a much better chance if competing in the second division.  N Vasey suggested that he contact the League and put his thoughts in writing immediately.

N Vasey reported to the meeting that this club was a long established, well run and well organised club with an excellent pitch and future plans for upgrading their other facilities. He reminded members that over the past few seasons how quickly clubs like March St Mary, Perkins and Hotpoint can disappear and recommended that we do everything possible to support Guyhirn FC.

After discussions with the Development Director, the Football Association advised that an Emergency General Meeting must be called to give the other clubs an opportunity to state their views on the relegation of Guyhirn FC.
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There then followed an open discussion by all members present.

D Stapleton stated that in the case of demotion the club would not be allowed to compete in the PFA Senior Cup and there would be a knock on effect in their own County Cups.

There followed a comprehensive and wide ranging discussion with all members contributing their ideas and opinions. Members, after discussing the League rules, concluded that in the event of the clubs agreeing to Guyhirns’ request, that Werrington Town FC be invited to take their place in Division One.  

C Wilson agreed to pursue this with the secretary of Werrington Town FC. 

 D Barfoot then proposed that:

“ An Emergency General Meeting be called to consider Guyhirn FC’s request.”

This was seconded by H Mutton and unanimously approved by Board members.

The Chairman then asked C Wilson to notify all clubs, that an EGM will be held on the 14th September 2009 at the Focus Centre, starting at 7-00pm. He reminded clubs that attendance was compulsory and requested Board members to attend also.

C Wilson confirmed that the small meeting room was available at the Focus Centre and had booked it as requested by the Chairman.

The Chairman again thanked all for attending and closed the meeting at 7-52pm.

The next meeting of the Board will be held on Monday 12th October 2009.
