D) Referee/Facilities Director 

Rule Amendments accepted, to be sent to the FA and distributed to Clubs.

Only 123 games covered with 3 Saturday programmes being completely wiped out by the weather.

Contribution received from Northants FA to finance the introduction of newly qualified referees to the League. Letter sent to Northants FA thanking them. This will enable us to continue our induction programme, which has proved so successful over the past two seasons.  Without exception all of our new referees have stayed with us.

This compares favourably with national results where approx. 70% of newly qualified officials quit during their first season.

Hunts FA are also giving consideration to this programme.

Referee Gary Chapman has returned to action following his recent operation and during his convalescence volunteered to visit and mentor new referees. 

Referee Phil Hayes also supported a new referee when his fixture was postponed.

Thanks to everyone, including Paul Clarke for their continuing efforts, it is appreciated by all.

Ground checks are under way which include visits to the Division One teams who have indicated their desire to be promoted to the Premier Division in the event of winning Division One.

Letter of appreciation received from Werrington FC complimenting referee Josh Smith on his performance in their match against Leverington Res. Details sent to the referee.

Following contacts with and visits to new referee training events, we have signed up and welcome additional referees R Donadel, M Dunkley, R McMenemy, A Richardson, D Turney and M Ward. A welcome back also to referee S Chambers. All newly qualified officials will continue to undertake lines and be monitored by the senior referee before starting on middles.

Referee performance marks are up to date and ready for distribution to County FA’s after 28th February.

An incident took place between Wimblington Res vs. Pinchbeck Res on the 30th January 2010; this item has been passed onto the Disciplinary Committee.
