i. Item A Update - There was concern as to the level of the Steps the league fall into in the Year 2011 /12, made up of Step 7, 8 and 9 as directed by the F.A.

A discussion of some length on all three Steps was made, and the decision was as follows.

Step 9 was not an option for your league to go down financially.

Step 8 was considered to be more accommodating for some clubs that could not reach Step 7 Grade I Standard.

A question was raise if we took Step 8 for one year, would we be able to return to Step 7 when all clubs met Grade I.

It was felt that we may not be able to regain Step 7 in the future, which was a backward step for your league to go.  

Step 7 The only Step that will provide the League with a suitable level of financial support from the FA is Step 7.
We were aware that some clubs would find this beyond their means to achieve Grade I, by 31st March 2011. 

Any Premier club failing to reach this Grading will be relegated to Division One at the end for season 2010 / 11, where they will be replaced by club/s from Division One who meet the Grade I. Should no club from Division One meet Grade I, then the highest club/s from Division Two will take their place/s.

The only Grade that will give your league financial support is Grade 7.

It was agreed that these points be put to the Premier Club at a Special Meeting, with    emphasise on the financial side of their league if they do not go with Step 7.
