The Chairman of the Board opened the October meeting and welcomed the Directors.
A) Chairman of the Board

1) The Directors discussed the situation regarding the League office at the Focus Centre and the implications of maintaining office services when we have to vacate the Focus Centre at the end of the 2010/11 season. We have received confirmation of the rent for an office situated within the PSL Parkways Club, Lincoln Road and the Directors would recommend that we move to the PSL Parkway Club from the 1st June 2011.

B) Finance Director

1) It has been proposed that from October 2010 we show the League Balance Sheet on the Directors/Finance Minutes to give an accurate position of the Leagues accounts, which is not reflected within the bank balances.

2) The Directors have investigated the telephone system contract and requested a settlement figure. The settlement figure is £3980.59 and after several months of discussion Business Systems will accept £2816.10 which the League cannot obtain therefore the directors recommend that the League continue the contract until 2013, costing over £920.76 per year for the remaining term. 
C) Any Other Business

1) By invitation, Graham Phillips joined the meeting at 2.45pm and was welcomed by the Chairman and thanked for attending.
G Phillips referred to previous correspondence and said that he did not feel he had had the support of the Board with regards to the alleged incident at the June Liaison Meeting. The main issues revolved round whether PDFL should have been a party to the original correspondence from the NFA and whether an apology to the NFA was appropriate.  

A good deal of frank and open discussion followed, during which it was explained that:-

· The original complaint had been made by telephone, and, in accordance with normal protocol, the Secretary had requested this be put in writing. 

· PDFL did not have any say, or control, in to whom the written complaint was lodged.  In hindsight it might well have been that the complaint could or should have been referred directly to the Liaison Committee though the view taken at the time was that the complaint had been made about a Board member representing PDFL.

· A. Mutton had proposed at the earlier Board meeting that, to put matters on a proper footing and as a matter of courtesy, a letter be sent to the NFA, not as an apology for comments allegedly made but to include an apology if any offence had been taken as certainly none had been intended.
· G. Phillips had taken exception to some of the other wording contained in PDFL’s letter to the NFA and had taken legal advice that supported his view.  He does not however wish to take the matter forward on a legal basis. 

· There has been a good deal of disquiet expressed by Board Members about recent Board meetings and the amount of time taken up with this issue that has left some members disaffected.

· G Phillips agreed that he has been uncomfortable with how the League’s administration processes have been working since incorporation. The Directors urged him again to consider becoming an active member of one of the sub-committees to give an insight and, going forward, to take part in the processes.

In conclusion it was agreed that a statement be given to Board Members by the Chairman at the next Board meeting aimed at addressing the concerns raised by G Phillips to close the matter. For his part, G Phillips intimated that, on this basis, the matter was now closed. 

2) The League constitution is to be discussed at the next Facilities meeting.
3) The Directors have expressed concerns regarding the number of Board members not attending meetings.
4) The League received the invite to the FA Inter League competition – Directors accepted
